The Women's Centre Collective grew out of the Women's Caucus of the Simon Fraser Student Society, which held its first meetings in 1968. The first Women's Centre on campus opened in 1974. Six years later the Centre moved to its current space in TC3013. Since then, Collective members have participated, in coalition with other groups, in the creation of the Women's Studies department, the institution of an Harassment policy and coordinator, the improvement of campus childcare facilities, and the organizing of International Women's Day events, December 6 vigils, and self-defense classes.

What's in the SFU Women's Centre?
A Lounge Area includes a meeting place, study space, carrels, notice boards for community and campus events, jobs and advocacy, a free phone, a quiet play space and toys for children, a full kitchen and microwave, free clothes, and books.
